survey is administered annually to all Delaware
regular public school students in the 8, 8" and 11"
grades. All eligible schools participated. The survey
IS administered from January through June as an
anonymous classroom administration by trained
personnel from the University of Delaware. Although
student participation is voluntary, few students refuse
or are denied access to the survey by their parents,
who have the opportunity to refuse for them.

SAMPLE DESCRIPTION -- DELAWARE SCHOOL SURVEY 2007

Surveys were completed in all 19 school districts in the State and in 6 Charter Schools. The 5th grade and 8th grade samples were about 91% and
87% of the total enrollment, respectively. The 11th grade sample was about 82%.
